Companies are required to fulfill 12 of 36 elective items that include conducting a professional
energy audit, water conservation efforts and providing incentives for carpooling or using public
transportation. In addition, each company must achieve four education and training benchmarks,
such as instructing employees on sustainability issues and requiring at least 50 percent of their
managers to receive green building awareness education.
